Lyon is a 3-4 hour bus/train ride from Charles de Gaulle airport (in Paris). https://www.sncf.com/

If you depart from central Paris you would commence the trip at Gare de Lyon.

You may also fly into Lyon. Milan, Italy is also an option as there is a train from Milan to Lyon.

If you need to return on Saturday, May 30th, you may want to consider spending Friday night at a
hotel near the train station in Lyon. It is possible to get from Valsonne to Paris via train to catch flights
the same day, but it would require an early start.
